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THE BACKGROUND OF THE REGULATION:
EDSZ: 
50.§ (1) The members of the Judging Committee are invited by the TDHT on the recommendation of the head of the doctoral school. The proposal must also include three substitute members (substitute president, substitute secretary and substitute reviewer). If the candidate's defense becomes impossible for some reason, the TDHT makes a proposal to the EDHT to end the doctoral procedure.

(2) The doctoral dissertation review committee consists of a chairman, two official reviewers, a secretary and two or three additional members, for a total of at least or maximum seven members (one person can only hold one position). The members of the Committee must have an academic degree, one reviewer, and at least one member are an external expert not employed by the university. The chairman of the Committee is a professionally competent university professor, including Professor Emeritus. The supervisor of the doctoral student can neither be a member of the committee nor a reviewer.

Quality committee:
12/2021. (05.31.) regulation 
The Quality Committee recommends that during the doctoral procedure, the opponents who should be invited to the public defense should be invited to the workshop debate as pre-opponents. For the persons proposed by the supervisor, the submission must contain the named university lecturer's position (in the case of a non-university lecturer the workplace), the academic degree, the institutional affiliation, the submitter's declaration that the person's academic work and publications are related to the subject of the dissertation at least at the legal level. The supervisor must declare that, as far as he knows, there is no reason for an incompatibility according to the doctoral regulations for the person to be invited.


13/2021. (06.22.) regulation
The Quality Committee recommends that to select the pre-evaluators and opponents, the supervisors must recommend four persons to the head of the Doctoral School from among persons with a scientific degree, who have appropriate professional competence, who have relevant publications in the given field of study have been recorded in the Hungarian Scientific Bibliography with appropriate citations and are independent of the Károli Gáspár Reformed University. The head of the Doctoral School chooses from among the recommended persons considering the above aspects as fully as possible.
